· Introduction

Dalit Women Right Forum Nepal (DWRF) was established in 2064 B.S. It is a not-for-profit government organization established with the mission to protect and promote the human rights particularly women rights by helping the disadvantaged communities to be free from social injustice including caste and gender discrimination. DWRF since its inception has been working to promote gender equality and abolition of caste based discrimination and violence against women, in combination access to justice and advocacy for enhancing women participation in community development. DWRF has formed women and youth groups at Ward level and Farmer, Women, Dalits network in Kailari Rural Municipality to implement its activities in community level.

The organization has been prioritizing the issues of dalit, women who are facing double violence of caste and gender based discrimination. DWRF Nepal has strategically focused on some issues as Access to Justice and Legal Empowerment of Women, Violence Against Women (VAW), gap analysis on existing government/legal provisions and capacity building of dalit and other marginalized women, empower them to demand their rights and justice, citizenship and vital registration, political inclusion of dalit and women.
The women group members facilitate the women victims of violence for their access to justice and access to resources. The youth network is more engaged in spreading awareness through drama, interaction with teachers and school/college students and women in the community. DWRF has formed the Youth Resource Centre through which they provide the platform to other youths and community women to have dialogue, learn about rights and laws by reading publication.

Recently in 2016, the organization DWRF did survey of the community women who were still unable to make citizenship and vital registration. We took 3/4 wards of Gauriganga and Godawari Municipality of our working area as sampling work. During our survey we found 787 women without citizenship, 1432 without birth registration, 538 without marriage registration and the data of women's death registration is very sympathetic. Due to lack of women's property right people of community do not prioritize the need of women's death registration. We set some criteria for our survey, we prioritize women and mostly we focused in women of dalit community and except birth registration we focused girls/women of above 16.
